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OUTLINE OF THE
FARM HOUSEHOLD ECONOMY SURVEY

I . Purpose of the Survey

The Minisiry of Agriculture and Forestry has conducted the Farm Household Economy Survey since
1953 to assist government and farm organization in the formulation of agricultural policy and to im-
prove farm management and agricultural research by providing information on the farm economy.
This sur‘vey,iherefore, includes the data on farm structure, farm household income, farm laborforce and

farm household consumption.
II. History of the Survey

The Minisry of Agriculture and Forestry initiated a rural survey in 1953 to obtain information about
the condition of farm household economy. Three hundred farm households, which were selected non-
randomly, were surveyed in cooperation with the Bank of Korea.

From 1954, the Ministry of Agriculture and Forestry conducted the survey separately from the
Bank of Korea. Three hundred and thirty farm households were selected by the purposive sampling
method. From 1961, one thousand and two hundred farm households in the eighty EDs were selectet
.and surveyed by the three stage stratified probability sampling method. After that, two thousand five
hundred and eighteen farm households in one hundred and sixty EDs were surveyed from 1973 and
three thousand three hundred and seventy-five farm househclds in two hundred and twenty-five EDs
were surveyed from 1977. Two thousand farm households in two hundred EDs were surveyed from
1983 and three thousand and one hundred farm households in three hundred and ten EDs were surveyed
from 1988. The sample for 1993 Farm Household Economy Survey was designed in 1992 with a special
attention to the establishment of regional statistics. It was designed based on the result of the Agricul-
tural Census in 1990. Three thousand one hundred and forty farm households were selected from 1992,
In 1993, the major indicators of farm household economy by province were published to satisfy demand

for regional statistics for the first time.
[lI. Sample Design

A. Sample Size

The sample size of each province was calculated by the following formula designed to reduce the

sampling error to less than 3 percent.

B. Stratification Index

The primary sampling unit is the enumeration district(ED). The ED is named Ri or Dong according
to the Korean administrative district system. The EDs are stratified according to the following zone

and farming type classification.

1) Zone classification
a. Suburban ; City or region which surrounds a large city
b. Plain ; More than 75 percent of the area is plain.

c. Semi-plain ; About 50 percent of the area is plain and or hilly.

d. Hilly ; More than 75 percent of the area is hilly.

2) Farming Type Classification
a. Paddy farming ; Gross income of rice is the largest in the gross agricultural income
b. Upland farming ; Gross income of wheat, barley, miscellaneous grain, potato, etc. is the larg-
est in the gross agricultural income

. Orchard farming ; Gross income of fruit is the largest in the gross agricultural inéome

. Vegetable farming ; Gross income of vegetable crop is the largest in the gross agricultural income

. Special cropfarming ; Gross income of special crop is the largest in the gross agricultural income

Live stock and poultry farming ; Gross income of live stock and poultry is the largest in the

g. Floriculture farming ; Gross income of flower is the largest in the gross agricultural income

h. Others
C. Sample Selection

The primary sampling unit, the enumeration district(ED), is selected according to the stratified prob-
ability sampling method. The secondary sampling unit is the farm household. A list of farm house-
holds which is ordered by the size of farmland, and by the number of animals in each selected ED is

made. From this list, 10 farm households are selected by the systematic sampling procedures.
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IV. Object of the Survey

The survey covers various sub-categories of “farm households” prescribed in the 1990 Agricultural
Census. The definition of farm household used in this survey is as follows ;
1) A household cultivating farmland of 302.5 pyeong(10a) or more
2) A household raising more than one head of large animals(e.g. milk cattle, beef cattle, other Ko-
rean cattle, --- etc.)
3) A household raising more than 3 heads of medium size animals(e.g. pig, goat, sheep, --- etc.)
4) A household raising more than 40 heads of small animals(e.g. rabbit)
and/or more than 40 birds of poultry(e.g. chicken, duck, --- etc.)
5) A household raising more than 5 hives of honey bees
Howe\./er, farms owned by such institutions as schools, governmental or public agencies, religious
bodies, --- etc. are excluded from this survey. The survey period is defined from January 1 to Decem-

ber 31 of each year. Totalization and analysis are, however, conducted every month.

V. Survey Method

The data are collected by the book-keeping method. A full-time interviewer employeed by the gov-
ernment commutes between the office and the survey district every one or two days. For some survey

districts, the interviewer are stationed.
A. Daily Log

A daily log is kept at each farm household. The entries in the log on the daily transactions of the

farm households are made by a farm household member.

B. Survey Ledger{Property book )

The entries in the survey ledger are made by interviewer twice a year(at the beginning and the end
of the survey year) through an interview with farm household head. The entries in the survey ledger
are farm assets such as buildings, machinery, animals, fruit trees, inventories of agricultural products

and raw materials, cash, debt --- etc.
C. Method of Data Collection

1) Guidance for making entries in daily logs
The interviewer visit each sample farm households in their designated district every one or two days,
check the log, and provide guidance for making entries in the log. The interviewer makes entries in

the daily logs for the households who are unable to make entries. One interviewer covers 10 farm

households.
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2) Data collection, submission and reporting

The daily logs are collected by the interviewer at the end of each month. After a review, the daily
logs are sent to the field office. The entries in the daily logs are re-examined at the field office until the
15th of following month. The survey ledgers are sent to the provincial office twice a year. Data anal-
ysis, tabulation, and reporting of the survey results are accomplished by Marketing and Economic Sta-

tistics Division, the Ministry of Agriculture and Forestry.

VI. Classification of [tems

The items 1n the log are recorded according to the principle of double-entry bookkeeping. All eco-
nomic activities of the farm households are classified into two parts . gross income and expenditures.

These are described below :
A. Gross Receipts

1. Business Gross Receipts
Business gross receipts consist of agricultural gross receipts and side-business gross receipts. Agri-
cultural gross receipts are defined as the value of agricultural products that are sold, transferred to oth-

ers, or consumed by the household.

2. NonBusiness Gross Receipts
Non-business gross receipts consist of wages, salary, rent, interests, --- etc. They also include the

other sources of receipts such as those generated from the sale of used materials and the wastes.

3. Transferred receipts

Transferred receipts consist of gifts, donations, subsidies --- etc.

4. Property Gross receipts
Property gross receipts refer to receipts occuring from the sale of fixed assets, the withdrawal or

sale of circular assets such as securities on deposits, stocks, and also the increment of loans.
