1son.

3. The symbol “O” marked in various tables denotes either ‘fiscal year’ or ‘program year’.

4. All units of measurement as used in this Yearbook are based on the “Metric System” except

where ‘Chungbo’ and ‘Tanbo’ are also used as to land area.

5. Captions in the English language are provided for foreign readers.

6. Footnotes are provided to help in the interpretation of tables.

7. In the case of discrepancies in the figures between the present edition and the preceding editions,

those of the former are considered to be correct.

8. As of the surveys meant to be conducted annually but not conducted during 1968, the findings

from the previous year’s survey were taken.

9. For rice, wheat and barley, and potatoes, both figures obtained through administrative reports

and random-sample surveys are presented together, while, for potatoes, figures both of raw

amount and processed amount are further supplemented with conversion factors:
white potato=(). 2; sweet Potato= 0. 31.
