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Preface

“Food, Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheries Statistical Yearbook” is a data book of
comprehensive statistics, which has been annually published since 1952.

The 2008 Volume 1s the collection of the basic statistical information on Korean
agriculture, forestry, fisheries and food, such as production amount and price
index of farm and fishery-household economy, and agricultural statistics of major
countries for the past 10 years including 2007, showing the changing features of
Korean agricultural sector.

The 2008 edition of yearbook newly contains fishery and food sector. The title of
yearbook was changed from agricultural statistical yearbook to agriculture,
forestry, fishery and food statistical yearbook, reflecting the work affairs due to
ministry reorganization.

This year’'s volume includes a total of 220 statistical tables in 30 fields, up from
160 tables, 22 fields of the last year. The data was prepared based on the
surveys by the National Agricultural Products Quality Management Service
(NAQS) as well as the Korea National Statistical Office and collected from the
Offices and Bureaus of the Ministry for Food, Agriculture, Forestry and
Forestry(MIFFAF) and other agriculture-related governmental agencies such as
the Korea Forestry Service and the Rural Development Administration.

We very much hope that the yearbook will be extensively utilized for
agricultural policy-making, farmers’ decision-making and research activities to
contribute to the development of Korean agriculture and food industry.

We express our sincere gratitude to all who have helped us in completion of
this publication, and welcome any suggestions and comments from our readers
for further improvement in the future.
