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PREFACE

This is the annual report containing the results of surveys on the farm household econ-
omy, production cost and grain consumption for 1990, conducted by the Bureau of Agricul-
ture & Fishery Statistics, Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheries. The purposes of
the surveys are to meet increasing demand for statistics on agriculture and rural area form
various fields, giving insights on the rapidly changing aspects of farm household economy
and agricultural management, as well as to provide the basic information for formulating

related agricultural policies.

Recently, the agriculture of Korea becomes commercialized and exposed to foreign
markets, mainly attributable to dramatic changes in domestic and international environ-
-ments. Thus, strenghening Korean agriculture’s competitiveness through reform of agricul-
tural structure as well as building rural area with better—living conditions are imminent
policy issues facing Korean government. In response to the current policy needs, this report
contains various kinds of data focusing on the economic structure and financial flow of

farm households as complete and datailed as possible.

Formerly, most of the reports have been distributed, free of charge, to government of-
fices, agriculture—related research institutes and universities. From this year on, however,
some of the reports will be available for sale at the large book stores for users’ conveniences,
corresponding to the mounting request for data on agriculture and rural economy from dif-

ferent groups of people

I would like to express my sincere thanks to both the farm households and the enumer-
ators contributing to this survey. Any comments on this report from users would be greatly

appreciated.

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OUTLINE OF THE
FARM HOUSEHOLD ECONOMY SURVEY

1. Purpose of the Survey

The purpose of the survey is to obtain information of the farm economy, grasp the various‘ changes in the
agricultural structure with a view to improving the agricultural management, measure the level and pattern of
rural consumption, estimate the farm income, investigate the farm household labor forces and collect other data,
which will furnish basic information for the formulation of agricultural policies and the study of the agricultural

sector.

II. History of the Survey

A. Initial farm household economy survey

For the purpose of grasping the condition of the rural economy weakened by the devastation of war, the
Ministry of Agriculture and Fisheries instituted a survey in cooperation with the Bank of Korea, beginning
from July 1, 1953. At that time the 300 farm households were selected as sample from whole farm households

in the country by the purposive sampling method. This survey was then named as the “Rural condition survey”.

B. Revision in 1954

Beginning from July 1, 1954, the Bank of Korea and the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheries
conducted independent surveys. The details of the survey conducted by the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry
and Fisheries are as follows :

1. Thirty-three Enumeration Districts(ED) with 330 farm households were selected by the purposive sam-
pling method. One enumerator was assigned to each (ED) to take charge of the survey. Among them, 17EDs
(170 farm households) were investigated for the Farm Household Economy Survey while the remaining 16EDs
(160 farm households) were for the Production Cost Survey.

2. In order to make grouping with the characteristics of zones and scale of farming, zones were categorized
into three classes-plain, semi-plain and mountainous,while the scale of farming was classified into four classes
ultra-small size(farming less than 0.5ha), small size(0.5~ 1.0ha), medium size(1.0~2.0ha) and large size(more

than 2.0ha).
C. Revision and Supplement in 1961

As the initial survey described above was conducted by purposive sampling method even with an inade-

quately small-sized sample, the statistical reliability was not likely to be high. Accordingly, in July 1961, the fol-
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lowing modifications were made to the sample design. The contents of the revised survey and methodology are

as follows :

:1. As for the sample selection, a three-stratified proportional probability sampling method was employed.
Eighty strata were established throughout the country and sample farm households were sclected with a propor-
tion of 1 out of 1917 households. The sampling units were chosen by the probability method proportional to the
number of farm households.

2. The EDs selected for the Farm household Economy Survey and the Production Cost Survey, formerly
surveyed separately, were suitably combined. The revised survey contained 1,200 farm households in 80EDs.

3. Regarding the contents of the survey, the previous survey system focusing principally on the farm
household living expenses was revised in order that information on farm economy as a unit of management and
consumption could be obtained integratedly from the both aspects of receipts and expenses.

4. In order to analyze and compare the characteristics of the farm household by farming size the four stra-
ta formed earlier were further subdivided into five strata-less than 0.5ha, 0.5~1.0ha, 1.0~1.5ha, 1.5~2.0ha,
and more than 2.0ha. Such detailed classification made it possible to study comprehensively the peculiarities of
each stratum.

5. In accordance with the Statistics Law, which was promulgate on January 15, 1962(Law No. 980), the
Farm Household Economy Survey was promulgated on December 8, 1962, and was adopted as Designated Sta-

tistics No. 8 as Suggested by the Statistics Committee.

D. Sample Redesign in 1973 and 1977

To develop the regional statistics, a new sampling method was adopted in 1973 based on the 1970 Agricul-
tural Census, which envisaged an expansion to 160EDs with 2,518 sample farm households. In 1977, a new sam-
pling method was adopted again based on the 1975 Agricultural Census, which envisaged an expansion to 225

EDs with 3,375 sample farm households. The sample design employed in 1973 was the same as the one in 1961.

E. Sample Redesign in 1983

A new sample group was reorganized in 1982, based on the 1980 Agricultural Census results. The sample
design was adopted one of the three stage stratified sampling methods such that the primary sampling unit was
province, and the secondary unit was the ED(called Ri or Dong), while farm households were as the tertiary
sampling unit. The unmber of survey districts is decreased to 200EDs with 2,000 sample farm households, which

could make zone and farming type statistics instead of the former regional statistics.

F. Sample redesign in 1988

The sample for the survey was revised in 1986 utilizing the results of the 1980 Agri. Census and the 1985
Ouasi-Agri. Census, and special attention was given to the possibility of setting up the regional statistics. The

number of survey districts has in creased to 310EDs with 3,100 sample farm households.
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. Sample desing

A. Sample size

The sample size was calculated by the following formula with less than 3 percent of the target sampling

error.

Accordingly, the national-base sample size was determined to 3,100 farm households (310EDs)

B. Stratification index

The fundamental sampling unit is Enumeration District(ED). EDs are named Ri or Dong according to the

Korean administrative district system. The EDs are stratified according to following zone and farming type

classification.

1) Zone Classification

a. Suburban ; city or region which surrounds a large city
b. Plain ; the area, more than 75 percent of which is plain
¢. Semi-plain ; the area, about 50 percent of which is plain and or hilly

d. Hilly ; the area, more than 75 percent of which is hilly

2) Farming Type classification

a. Paddy farming ; the paddy area to the total cultivated area is more than 65 percent

b. Upland farming ; the upland area to the total cultivated area is more than 65 percent

c. Orchard farming ; the percentage of area for orchard to the total cultivated area is more than 50
persent

d. Vegetable farming ; the percentage of area for vegetable to the total cultivated area is more than 50
percent

e. Special crop farming ; the percentage of area for special crops to the total cultivated area is more than
50 percent

f. Livestock and poultry farming ; over 10 cows, or over 20 pigs, or over 200 chickens per average farm

household

g. Sericulture farming ; the percentage of mulberry area to the total cultivated area is more than 50 per-

cent
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h. Other ; not specified elsewhere

C. Sample selection

The primary sampling unit is the Enumeration District(Ri or Dong). One ED is selected with probability
proportional to the number of each stratum.

The secondary sampling unit is the farm household. In each selected Ed(Ri or Dong) a list is made by culti-
vated land size and the number of livestock, which is different from other stratum. From this list ten sample

farm households are selected by systematic sampling procedures.

IV. Scope of the Survey

The survey covers various forms of farm households indentified in one of the sub-categories of “farm house-
holds” prescribed in the 1980 Agricultural Census. The definition of a farm household is as follows *

1) Directly cultivating farm land of 302.5pyeong(10a) or more

2) Raising more than one head of big animal(e. g. milk cattle, beef cattle, other Korean cattle, etc.)

3) Raising more than 3 head of medium size animal(e. g. pig, goat, sheep, etc.)

4) Raising more than 40 head of small animal(e. g. rabbit) and/or more than 30 birds of poultry(e. g.
chicken, duck, etc.)

5) A holding with more than 5 hives of bee colony

However, institutional holdings such as schools, government and public agencies, religious bodies, etc. are ex-

cluded from the scope of this survey. The survey period is defined from J anuary 1 to December 31 of each year.

Surveys and compilation are, however, conducted in every month.

V. Survey Method

The data on various survey items are collected by the book-keeping method in which a full-time enumera-
tor has permanently stationed in the survey district for keeping the sample group under observation, being in a
position to check and confirm the operations carried out in these sample households and being in close personal

contact with them. The procedure for the maintenacg and collection of daily logs and ledgers is described below.

A. Daily log

The daily log, which is the backbone of this Survey, is kept at each farm household. The entries in the logs

on the daily transactions of the farm households are made by the farm holders themselves.

B. Survey ledger(property book)

The entries in the survey ledger are made by the enumerators twice a year(at the beginning and end of the

survey year)by conducting interviews on the farm assets such as buildings, machinery, animals, fruit tree, and
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inventory of agricultural products and producer’s goods, cash, liabilities, etc.
C. Method of Data Collection

1. Guidance for making entries in daily logs
The enumerator visits each of the selected farm households in his jurisdiction, every two or three days,
checks the daily logs, provides guidance for making entries in theﬁl, and also makes entries in the daily logs fof
households which are incapable of making entries by themselves. One enumerator is charged with 10 house-
holds.
2. Examination of daily logs, itemization, and submission
The daily logs are collected by the enumerator at the end of each month. After examination of the en-
tries, the daily logs are sent by the enumerator to the Field Office. The entries in the daily logs are re-examined
at the Field Office by not later than the 15th of the following month. The survey ledgers completed twice a year
are also sent to the Central Office. Data are tabulated at the national level. Furthermore, statistical analyses of
data, preparation of various statistical tables and reporting of results are accomplished by the Marketing and

Farm Economic Statistics Division, Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheries.

V1. Classification of ltems

In classifying the items by application of the principle of double-entry bookkeeping to all economic activities

of the farm households, two parts are considered : receipts and payments. These are described below :
A. Receipt part

1. Business receipts

Business receipts refer to those occuring from the sample farm household, which are further divided into
agricultural receipts and side-business receipts. The agricultural receipts are defined as value of agricultural
products which are sold or transferred to others and consumed for themselves.

2. Non-Business receipts

Non-Business receipts are the non-management receipts such as wages and interest. They also include

other receipts from the sale of used materials for consumption.
3. Transferred receipts

Transferred receipts refer to the receipts of the sample household transferred by others such as gifts and

subsidies which are considered neither business nor non-business receipts.
4, Property receipts(decrease in property)
These refer to receipts occuring from the sale of fixed assets and withdrawal or sale of circular assets

such as securities on deposits, stocks and also the increment in loans or liabilities.

B. Payment part

1. Managemental expenditures
The above-mentioned expenditure is classified into two sectors, divided into agricultural managemental
expenditures and non-agricultural managemental expenditures. The agricultural expenditures refer to expenses
of agricultural management such as supplies(fertilizer, pesticides, seeds, etc) and depreciation of agricultural
equipment, wages, irrigation, etc.
2. Non-managemental expenditures
This includes expenses other than managemental expenditures, such as interest on debts and public im-
posts like union dues and minor miscellaneous charges.
3. Living expenses
Living expenses refer to those on daily living expenditures such as food consumption, purchase of house-
hold goods, education, clothing, utilities and other miscellaneous expenses.
4. Property payments(increase in property)

This is the exact oppostte of property receipts.

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OUTLINE OF THE
PRODUCTION COST SURVEY OF
AGRICULTURAL PRODUCTS

I. Purpose of the Survey

This survey is Designated Statistics No 126 —11—03 in accordance with the Statistical Law. The purpose of
the survey is to provide information both on price policy of agricultural products and on the trend of agricultur-
al management structure. Especially, the survey is designed to get data on the production cost of rice, common

and naked barley, among the various kinds of agricultural products.
1. Survey Period

The survey period covers one year starting from the point of post harvest of rice or barley in the previous

year to the harvest of these crops in the current year.
II. Sample Selection

The samples are selected from the sample group of the Farm Household Economy Survey for the farm
households with the scale of farming land as follows:
(1) rice : 60% of households whose farming size is above 20 are
(2) barley : whole households whose farming size is above 20 are
Farm households that change during the survey period and that show no production are excluded from the

survey.
V. Survey Method

The data on the various survey items are collected by the daily logs, in which the farmers of the selected
farm households write down their farming activities everyday. The enumerator visits each of the selected farm
households in his survey district, inspects the daily logs, provides guidance for recording, and makes entries in
daily logs for those incapable of making entries for themselves.

V. Revised Features of the Survey

In accordance with the change in farming circumstances and with the new need for the agricultural policy,
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some revisions were made during past years. The revised features of the survey are as follows:

1. Taxes and public charges were deleted from the cost items.

Taxes and pubic charges were irrelevant to the direct production cost, so were deleted from 1983. But for

reference, the survey on taxes and public charges continued.

2. Fuel and electricity cost was added.

As the fuel and electricity cost increased rapidly with the mechanization, it was separated from material

cost from 1983.

3. The cost items were renamed as follows:
(1) Disease prevention cost — Cost of agricultural chemicals
(2) Cost of materials — Cost of other materials

(3) (cost of using) agricultural building — (cost of using) farming building

4. The evaluating method of labour force was revised.

(1) Until 1978, the labour hour has been calculated according to the following conversion table :

(2) From 1979 to 1982, the conversion criteria for female labour hour was adjusted such that adult female
worker (20~55 years old) is given 100% of adult male worker. For example, if an 18 —year —old female work-

er works for one hour, the converted labour hour was calculated as follows:

(3) From 1983, the evaluating method of labor was changed such that the labor force between 18 and 65

years old was calculated normally as 100, and the others were estimated by enumerators, considering his(her)

age, health condition, etc.

5. The calculating method of land service was changed.

Land service of owned land had been estimated as 10% of the price of land assessed at the beginning of
the servey period until 1973; from 1974 to 1982, it had been estimated at 5%. From 1983 on, rent or estimated

rent is used as land service. For a specific crop, the calculation formula is as follows:

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6. The rate of assessing capital service was changed.
The interest rate on capital input had been 12% per year. From 1983, the interest rate on the liquid capital
input had been 10% per year multiplied 0.5 as adjusting coetticient to incorporate the concept of average bank
balance ; the interest rate on the fixed capital had been 5%. Form 1984, however, the interest rate on fixed

capital has been 10% taking account of the reality.

7. The calculation method of the production cost of by-products was changed
Until 1973, the‘ basic production cost had been calculated with the estimated value of by-products subtacted.

From 1974, the calculation formula has been as follows:

8. The wheat porduction cost was exclucled. .
Wheat production cost was excluded from 1987 because of the decreased planting area and small portions

in farm household income.

VI. items of the Survey
A. General Items

1. Cultivated land
It refers to land operated by the farm household to produce crops. It is divided into owned land and bor-
rowed land, and classified futher into paddy, upland and orchard. Owned land refers to land which is owned and
operated by the holder. Borrowed land means all the ohter land regardless of payment of rent, right of cultiva-
tion, and type of the owner.
2. Planted land
Planted land refers to the actual planted area of the surveyed crop and is divided into owned land and
borrowed land.
3. Yield
Yield is divided into main produts(grain) and by —products(straw). The former is surveyed by quantity

and the latter by weight, through the interviewing method.
B. Component of Cost Items

1. Classification by technical aspect
Seed and seedlings : Value of sowed seed and seedlings
Fertilizer : Expenses for fertilizer purchased and farm manuré
Agricultural chemicals : Expenses and charges incurred to control disease and insect attack or damages
Fuel and electricity : Expenses for farming electric power and fuels

Other materials : Charges for materials except seed, fertilizer and agricultural chemicals
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Irrigation : Expenses for maintaining or repairing the irrigation structure and the depreciation cost

Agricultural implements : All expenses on the agricultural implements, including large and small implements.
For large machines, the depreciation cost is taken as the cost of agricultural implements ; for small tools, the
purchasing cost is taken as the cost of agricultural implements for a certain year.

Buildings : All expenses on maintenance of the agricultural buildings

Animal : Service charges of animal used for agricultural power

Labor : Service charges of labour used for agricultural power

Land Service : Service charges for planting area

Capital Service : Service interest on the capital input

2. Classification by economic aspect
Net expenses : It means the purchasing cost and other charges to provide materials and sevices for the pro-
duction from outside the farm household. It consists of depreciation of the depreciable assets
and actual disbursement
Self-suppotred expenses : It means the economic value of the imputed intermediate producers’ goods, which
were produced in the other part.
Self-serviced expenses : Farm household as a management unit has labor(self labor), capital(fixed and lig-
uid capital) and land(owned) are basic factors for production of crops. Self-serv-
iced expenses means the economic value of these factors served to produce the sur-

veyed crop.

VI. Type of Production Cost
A. Production cost
It means all economic values converted into money values, incurred of the production of crop.
B. Relation between basic production cost and production cost

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I . Outline of the Survey

1. Purpose of the Survey

The Purpose of the survey is to obtain the basic information on food grain consumption from the farm house-
holds as well as the non-farm households for formulating the food grain supply and demand plan, the food grain

production and the dietary improvement plan and other agricultural policies.
2. History of the Survey

A. Primitive Food Grain Consumption Survey

The food problem is an important issue not only to the economy of a country but also to the world econo-
my. Therefore, at the FAO’s 10th conference in 1959, it was agreed that “Food consumption survey should be
strengthened to supply the basic information for the policy formulation on nutrition, economy and society.” Ac-
cordingly, this survey was launched in 1962 by the Bureau of Food Administration, Ministry of Agriculture

Forestry & Fisheries. The sample size was 426 farm households and 294 non-farm households, 720 in total.

B. First Revision

In 1969, the sample was redesigned through the three stage stratified sampling method, using the results
of 1966 quasi population census. The sample size was 1,800 households in total, consisting of 1,140 farm house-
holds and 660 non-farm households from the 60 enumeration districs. In 1971, this survey was transferred to

the Bureau of Agriculture and Fisheries Statistics.

C. Second Revision

In 1973, the samples of farm households and non-farm households were seperately drawn from rural and
urban area. The former used sample of 2,500 households for the Farm Household Economy Survey. The latter
was selected by means of the three stage stratified sampling method based on the result of 1970 census, which
consisted of 1,200 urban households from 60 EDs. The total sample size, therefore, increased to 3,700 house-

holds from 220 EDs.

D. Third Revision

In 1977, the sample size of farm households was increased from 2,500 to 3,375 due to redesigning of the

sample group of the Farm Household Economy Survey and the urban sample was also increased from 1,200 to
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1,812, resulting in 5,187 sample households in total.

E. Fourth Revision

In 1982, the sample group of non-farm households was redesigned based on the results of 1980 population

and household census, resulting in the 1,760 non-farm sample size.

F. Fifth Revision

In 1983, the sample size of farm households decreased from 3,375 to 2,000 in accordance with decreasing

sample size of Farm Household Economy Survey.

G. Sixth Revision

In 1984, the sample size of non-farm households decreased from, 1,760 to 624 and that of farm households

decreased from 2,000 to 400, as the non-household sector such as restaurant and hospital was newly added.

H. Seventh Revision

In 1988, the sample size of farm households increased from 400 to 620 with the change of sample formula-

tion of Farm Household Economy Survey.

3. Scope of the Survey

The Survey is for the domestic and individual households as consumption units. Accordingly, the followings
are excluded :

a. Foreigner's family

b. Sanatoriums, Single’s family

c. Hotels and other similar establishments

d. Dormitories, Penitentiaries, Military camps, etc

4. Survey Period

A survey year is from November 1 to October 31 of each year.
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5. Survey Items

A. Family status

1) Composition of household members by age and occupation
2) Status of cultivated land for farm household
3) Monthly income for non-farm household

4) Number of household members away from home and length of the periods

B. Quantity of grain stock at the beginning of each month

C. Quantity purchased, produced and other incoming

D. Consumption

1) for food uses such as main food, sauce, cake and other food

2) for other uses such as seed, feed, sales and so on

E. Stock at the end of each month

F. Frequency of eating out and dishes to serve non-family members

6. Sample Design

The food grain consumption survey had been conducted separately from the farm household economy survey
until 1972. But since 1973, the food grain consumption survey on the farm household in the rural area has been
intergrated with the farm household economy survey to save the budget and effort. However, the sample for

the urban area was redesigned separately.

A. Sample Design for Farm Household

(Refer to the Sample Design for Farm Household Economy Survey.)

B. Sample Design for the Non-Farm Household

1) Criteria of Stratification Index
a) The city area was stratified based on the number of houses, the ratio of apartments and the number

of non-farm households, using the results of 1980 population and household census and the census of agricul-

ture. The rural area was stratified based on the ratio of non-farm household, the ratio of paddy land to cultivat-
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ed land and geographic staus.

b) According to the above-metioned method, the 39 strata were set up. 2PSU’s(primary sample units)
were selected from each stratum and each PSU has 8 non-farm households, resulting in 624 non-farm house-
holds in total.

2) Sampling Procedures of Sample Selection

a) Sampl was selected based on the three stage stratified sampling method.

b) For the city area, 2 Dongs were selected from each stratum by the probability proportional to the size
of non-farm household. Each Ban was selected from each sample Dong by the same probability. Also, 8 non-
farm households were selected form each Ban.

¢) For Eups or Myeons, 2 Eups or Myeons were selected form each stratum by th;a probabillity propor-
tional to the size of non-farm household, 1 Ri from each sampling Eup or Myeon and 8 non-farm households

from each sampling Ri.
