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PREFACE

‘This report presents the preliminary results of the Fisheries Census conducted as of
December 1, 1990 by the Agriculture & Fisheries Statistics Bureau, the Ministry of
Agriculture, Forestry & Fisheries.

The results of the Census contains about 200 items such as fishery population, number of
fishery household, kinds of fishery, facility in culture farm and fishery household appliances.
The complete compilation of the Census results 1s time—consuming so that the major items
such as fishery population, number of fishery household and number of fishermen are published
to meet the prompt needs. Hence, the statistics in this advance report may be shghtly different
from those In the final report. Care should.be taken to this when using the sta_tistics In this
report in the various fields of policy —making.

I would express sincere gratitude to all the persons concerned in the Census, especially the
fishermen, the enumerators and the administrative staffs who helped and supported this Census

to be completed.

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I . Outline of the 1990 Fisheries Census

1. Objectives

The purposes of the fisheries Census are (1) to grasp numerical information on the
production system of fisheries, the employment and the living conditions of fishermen, which

are necessary for the formation of fishery policies, (2) to obtain data which are used for

comparison among countries, (3) and to provide the population from which the samples are

drawn for fishery statistics.

2. History

The Fisheries Census has been .conducted every ten vyear since 1970 under the

recommendation of UN/FAQ, and last year’s was the third one.

3. Legal basis

The 1990 Fisheries Census was conducted in accordance with following :
(1) the Statistics Law, article 3
(2) the operational ordinance of the above law, article 2 and 5

(3) designated statistics No. 126—11—07 (1) and (2)

4. Time reference and survey period

For marine fisheries, the Census was conducted from december 1, 1990 to December 15,
1990, as of 12:00 p.m. November 30, 1990. For inland fisheries and fishery-related facilities,
the Census was done from November 1, 1990 to November 15, 1990, as of 12:00 p.m. October
31, 1990.

5. Census coverage and statistical unit

The geographical area covered by the Census is equivalent ot the domain of the Korean
government. The statistical unit of the Census included marine and inland fisheries enterprises-

individual, joint, company, corporate, or institutional-and fishery-related facilities that operated



for one month or more during one year before the Census started for the purpose of sale.

6. Census organization

The Bureau was responsible for whole procedure including planning and implementation of
the Census. The actual survey was carried out by enumerators, who were trained by the
administrative staffs at each level of local governments.

- The informative directions necessary for survey were transferred from the central

government ot local governments.

7. Census 1tems

For marine fisheries, the items for survey included fishery population, number of fishery
household, kinds of fishery, fisher boat, facility in culture farm fishery economic activities and
mangement, and household appliances. |

For inland fisheries, the items included fishery population, number of fishery household,
kinds of fishery, place and area of fishing bank, fisher boat, fishery management, and household
apﬁliances.

For fishery-related facilities, the items contained fishing port facilities, marketing facilities,

manufacturing & porcessing facilities.

8. Enumeration metheod

(1) Pilot survey

In order to detect potential problems concerning census items, selection of Enumeration
District(E.D) and computation, which ‘were ikely to océur in the main survey, the pilot
survey was carried out on the thirty-eight E.D.’s, including twenty-two for marine fisheries,
and sixteen for inland fisheries.

The pilot-survey was done by the local branch statistical offices from November 1, 1989

to November 10, 1989.

(2) Pretest

The pretest was carried out by local governments, with the detected problems corrected



for, on 135 E.D.’s-97 for marine fisheries, 23 for inland fisheries and 15 fishery-related

facilities—from June 1, 1990 tho June 10, 1990.
The pretest was done by the enumerators who were hired with the same ways as the

main survey. The E.D.’s were selected randomly from 2,700 districts in national total.
(3) Main survey

1) Design of E.D.’s
The E.D.’s were designed so that they were clearly defined, the workloads were equally
assigned to the enumerators, the omission or overlapping of the survey were avoided, and

the survey results served various sample designs for fishery statistics in the future.

O Design criteria
For marine fisheries, the E.D.'s were classified into general E.D.’s and special E.D.’s.

Each general E.D. was designed to include 60~100 units ; each special E.D. which is for

islands metropolitan area, was designed to include 30~ 60 units.

For inland fisheries and fishery-related facilities, each E.D. was designed to include

about 50 units.

2) Preparations for hist of survey units and map
The list of survey units were prepared based on the inforamtion obtained from the
household lists in the Population and Housing Census by the National Statistics Office and
the survey lists used in the design of E.D.’s for the Census.
The maps which were originally used in the Populaticn and Housing Census were

modified to meet the purpose of the Census.

3) Enumeration
Prior to actual enumeration, the geographical boundaries of survey districts and survey

units were double—-checked from November 28 to November 30, 1990 for marine fisheries,

and from October 29 to October 31, 1990 for inland fisheries and fishery-related facilities.
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The main survey was done by the enumerators, who visited and interviewed the fishery
households from December 1 to December 15, 1990 for marine fisheries and from
November 1 to November 15 for inland fisheries and fishery-related facilities. The

mistakes found 1n the finished enumeration sheets were corrected for by the supervisors.

9. Tabulation and publication

The enumeration sheets were collected and counted by the director of ‘eup’ or ‘'myun’ office.
If there were serious mistakes such as omission, overlapping and miswriting, the enumeration
was carried out again. The results checked by local government survey workers were
transmitted from the branch statistical office to the central government thfoug’h the computer

terminals.

(1) Publication of advance report

advance report 1s prepared to meet the prompt needs before the final report is made. The
main items such as fishery population and number of fishery households are included in the

advance report.

(2) Publication of the final report

The final report will be published after complete compilation of the survey results is
finished by the computer system in the central government.
The final reports will be organized to provide so detailed data as to serve ’eup’, ‘'myun‘ or

'dong’ level and they will be published for both national and provincial level, separately.

10. Explanation of terms

(1) Fishery household

Fishery household indicates the household Whose members are engaged in fishery or

operate fish farm for one month or more during one year before the Census started.

(2) Member of fishery household

This refers to householder or the supported family member who was supposed to live
‘together for one month or more as of December 1, 1990 for marine fisheries and November

1, 1990 for inland fisheries. Persons who lived temporarily with the household members
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were excluded.

(3) Fisherman

It means person who has worked for one month or more in the field of fishery or fish
farming during one year before the Census started, as of December 1, 1990 for marine

fisheries and November 1, 1990 for inland fisheries.
