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PREFACE

This is the report on the results of the 1990 Fishery Household Economy Survey, conducted by
the Agriculture and Fisheries Statistics Bureau, Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Fi-
sheries. The purpose of this survey is gathering the information on fishery management and the
economic conditions of the fishery households numerically to provide the basic data necessary

for formulating fishery policies and the future studies to solve fishery problems.

This report contains the data of fishery household income, living expenses, assets, liabilities
and fishery household labor hours, ranging from 1981 to 1990 for time series analyses. For the
results of 1990, this report contains not only the underlying trend of fishery household economy

but also the data by fishing method and by month.

We hope that this report will be widely used as the basic data for formulation of fishery poli-
cies and analyses of the fishing village economy. We will make every effort to produce realistic

and accurate statistics through continuous revision of the survey techniques in the future.

Finally, we would appreciate precious comments and guidance on this report from the users
and we also wish to express our sincere appreciation to all of the sampled fishery households

that have contributed to this survey and the enumerators that have worked hard in order to col-

lect and arrange the survey data.

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OUTLINE OF THE
FISHERY HOUSEHOLD ECONOMY SURVEY

1. Purpose of the Survey

The purpose of this survey is to obtain information on the fishery household economy and various changes in
the fishery structure, with a view to improving fishery management, measure the level and the pattern of fishery
household consumption and provide other data, which will furnish basic information for the formulation of fishery
policies and for the estimation of national income, while at the same time providing factual and explanatory

information for future analyses of the fishery sector.

2. Organizations

The organizations in charge of the survey consist of the Fisheries Statistics Division, Bureau of Agricultural
and Fisheries Statistics, Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheriess(MAFF) of the central Government,

provincial‘ and field offices.

Their functions and duties are as follows :

A. Fisheries Statistics Division, Bureau of Agricultural and Fisheries Statistics, MAFF
Planning the survey, training the enumerators, supervising and guiding their work, reviewing and compiling

the reports, conducting analyses, publishing the results, etc.

B. Provincial Statistics Offices

Supervising and training the enumerators of the field offices and ensuring the accuracy of the reports.

C. Field Statistics Offices
Distributing daily logs and survey ledgers to the sample fishery households and instructing them as to the

proper method of while making twice weekly follow —up visits.

D. Sample fishery househoids
A total of 815 sample fishery households were selected from the 60 survey districts of the coastal counties,

filling out and maintaining the logs with their dealings daily by self calculation

3. Background of the Survey

A. The original Fishery Household Economy Survey
For the purpose of understanding the condition of the fishery household economy, this survey was initiated

by the National Federation of Fisheries Cooperatives(NFFC) in 1967, the first year of the Second Five—year
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Development Plan, but ceased in 1971 due to inaccurate survey results.
In 1974, the Fishery Administration took the charge of conducting the survey in place of NFFC. Fifty
survey enumerators were assigned to the coastal field offices to pursue the survey in the method of sample

design which was approved as General Statistics No.156.

B. Unification of Statistics Organization in 1978
To unify the divided statistics organizations, the Statistics Division of the Fisheries Administration was
transferred to the Ministry of Agriculture and Fisheries.
As the result, the Fisheries Statistics Division was established to conduct fisheries statistics in the Bureau of

Agricultural and Fisheries Statistics, MAFF, in April, 1978.

C. Revision and supplementation in 1982
To increase the accuracy of the survey, the sampling design was revised and the sample size enlarged from

500 to 750 households in the 50 coastal enumeration districts on the basis of the 1980 Fishery Census in 1982.

D. Revision in 1988
A new sample was redesigned in 1988, with basic data of the 1980 Fishery Census and the 1987 results of Basic

Fisheries Statistics Survey. The number of survey districts increased to 60EDs with 815 sample fishery households.

4. Scope of the Survey

This survey covers individual fishery households operating adjacent waters fisheries and marine cultures.

Fishery household is defined as a household having at least one member who conducted capture or culture of
aquatic animals and plants for the purpose of selling more than one month during the past 1 year prior to survey.

Distant waters fisheries, firms and cooperative fisheries are not included. The types of fishery households are
as follows :

1) Fishery households not using fishing boat.

2) Fishery households using non—powered boat.

3) Fishery households using powered boat.

4) Fishery households engaged in shallow —sea culture.

5. Sampling Design

A. Population
The population of the survey comprised the fishery households of the 1,528 enumeration districts of the 1980

Fishery Census and of the 256 enumeration districts of the 1987 Basic Fisheries Statistics.

B. Stratification

The 256 enumeration districts were stratified into 20 strata.
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C. Stratification index
O Percentage of the fishery households not using fishing boat
O Percentage of the fishery households using powered boat
O Percentage of the fishery households engaged in shallow —sea culture.

D. Sample size
The three enumeration districts were selected from each stratum of 20 strata by probability proportionate

sampling method. The 815 sample fishery households were selected from 60 EDs.

E. Sample selection
For the sample selection, two—phase and two—stratified abstraction method was employed. The primary
sampling unit comprised the 1987 Basic Fisheries Statistics Survey districts, with the secondary sampling unit

being fishery households selected by systematic sampling procedures.

F. Intended Accuracy : less than 3% error.

6. Survey Items

A. Composition of fishery household members.
This survey classifies the household members by sex, age, status of employment, degree of enducation and
engaged state(full —time or part—time).

Household members are restricted to those who live with the family at least 3 months a year.

B. Receipts and Expenditures of the fishery household.
Receipts are composed of fishery receipts, side business receipts, non—business receipts, transferred receipts
and receipts from disposal of properties.
2) Expenditures are composed of fishery expenditures, side business expenditures, non—business expenditures,

expenditures for procurement of property, taxes and public charges, branch family expenditures and living expenses.

C. Property

Assets related directly to business and all liabilities of the fishery household were surveyed.
D. Labor hours
The labor hours that household members worked for earnings are surveyed by types of fishing.

7. Survey Methodology

A. Types of survey books

1) The daily log, which is the keynote of this survey, is kept at each fishery household. The entries in the logs
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on the daily transactions of the fishery households are made by the householders themselves.
2) Survey ledger
The entries in the survey ledger are made by enumeratcrs twice a year by conducting interviews on the
fishery household assets such as buildings, large equipment, inventory of agricultural and fishery products,

production materials and goods, cash, liabilities, etc.

B. Method of collection of data
1) Guidance for making entries in daily logs
The enumerator visits each of the selected sample fishery households in his jurisdiction more than 2 times
a week, checks the logs and provides guidance for making entries in them.
2) Examination of daily logs, itemization and submission
The daily logs are distributed and collected by enumerator of the field office every month. After
examination of the entries, the daily logs are then sent to the central office by way of the provincial office. The
survey ledgers completed twice annually are also sent to the central office.

Data are tabulated at the national level.

8. Classification of Items

In classifying the items by application of the principle of double —entry bookkeeping for all economic activities

of the fishery households, two parts are considered ; receipt and payment. These are described as follows :

A. Receipts
1) Business receipts
Business receipts refer to the receipts occuring from the usual business of the household, which are
further divided into fishery receipts and side business receipts.
The fishery receipts consist of fishing fishery receipts, culture receipts and fisheries processing receipts,
which show the value of fishery products when they are sold or transferred to others or consumed for themselves.
Side business receipts are divided into agricultural receipts and other side business receipts.
2) Non—business receipts
Non—business receipts refer to non—management receipts such as wages, salaries, interest, rents and
miscellaneous receipts, which make up a part of the household income.
3) Transferred receipts
Transferred receipts refer to the receipts occurring from relatives or transferred by neighbors as gifts and
subsidies.
4) Property receipts
This refers to the sale of fixed assets and withdrawal or sale of circular assets such as deposits, stocks

and bonds and increase in loans or liabilities.

B. Expenditures
1) Business expenditures
This is divided into fishing fishery and side business expenditures. The fishing fishery expenditures refer
to expenses of fishery management such as supplies, wages, vents, repairs, equipment charges for fishing - related
work, ete.
v Side business expenditures are divided into agricultural expenditures and other side business expenditures.
2) Non—business expenditures.
This includes interest on bank and individual.
3) Taxes and public charges
This consists of expenses for taxes and public charges which include union dues and minor miscellaneous
charges.
4) Living expenses
Living expenses refer to the expenses such as food, purchase of household goods, education, clothing,
utilities and other miscellaneous expenses.
5) Branch family expenditures
Branch family expenditures refer to expenditures for setting up a separate family.
6} Property expenditure
This includes the payments for the purchase of fixed assets and circular assets, and the payments to

decrease loans or liabilities.
